Access to Manchester City Centre for Brothers and their Wives and Families attending the Conference Mass at the Bridgewater Hall will be extremely difficult due to the BUPA Manchester 10k Fun Run taking place at the same time as our Mass. The roads around Portland St, Deansgate, the City Centre Hotels and the Bridgewater Hall will be closed from 8.am on Sunday 18th May, until approximately 1.pm. Recent advice from the Greater Manchester Police is to Travel by car to access points for the Metrolink Tram System e.g. Bury and Whitefield in the North. Altrincham, Eccles and Salford Quays in the North/West. The Tram System can also be accessed at Piccadilly Railway Station, where there is good car parking. The Trams will run through the City Centre. The nearest stops to the Bridgewater Hall are St Peter’s Square and GMEX.
Some 20 thousand runners, supported by approximately 30 thousand spectators, are expected to converge on the City Centre, for the 9.45am start.
